	Numbered Heads Together

Students are placed in groups and each person is given a number, from one to number in group. 
Each student becomes accountable for learning the material. The teacher asks  a question and the group put their heads together to figure out the answer. The teacher  then asks for a certain “number” to respond as speaker for the group. With all students working together in a group, this strategy ensures that each member knows the answer. Because no one knows which number will be called, all group members must be prepared.
	Physical and/or pictorial representations are helpful; will need help with word selection.

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	Can read information from text that includes graphics such as graphs and pictures.  

Sentence frames are useful to assist in forming responses. 

“The __ is a lake.”
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	Can work with English-dominant students to develop non-linguistic representations.

Sentence stems and frames assist in forming responses.  Scaffold appropriate academic language as needed.  

Expect some errors in speaking and writing. 

“___is larger than ___”
	Can work with English-dominant students and compose essays to go along with artifacts.  

Scaffold academic language as needed.
